There is a big math test coming up. He desperately
wants to succeed this test and do well, but because
he's always done fine in math he doesn't feel really
comfortable sharing his fear and confusion about
fractions with his teacher, parents, or even friends.

Sasha is "lost". She and her very best friend are
having a problem. Someone told her best friend
something that was not true about her and now her
best friend won't even talk to her. Sasha wants her
relationships to succeed. She doesn’t have many
good friends, so this situation is even more difficult
for her. Name three character traits that would best
help Sasha to be successful in this situation.

Joni: Perseverance, Caring, Citizenship, Courage, Respect
Elijah: Perseverance, Self-Discipline, Honesty, Courage
Sasha: Perseverance, Caring, Honesty, Courage, Integrity

Responsibility: Being accountable
in word and deed. Having a sense of
duty to fulfill tasks with reliability,
dependability and commitment. Do
what you say you're going to do.

Perseverance: Pursing worthy
objectives with determination and
patience while exhibiting fortitude
when confronted with failure. Sick
with it until the job is finished.

Caring: Showing understanding of
others by treating them with
kindness, compassion, generosity
and forgiving spirit.

Self-discipline: Demonstrating hard
work, controlling your emotions,
words, actions, impulses and
desires. Giving your best in all
situations.

Citizenship: Being law abiding and
involved in service to school,
community, and county.

Honesty: Telling the truth, admitting
wrong-doing. Being trustworthy and
acting with integrity.

Courage: Doing the right think in the
face of difficulty and following your
conscience instead of the crowd.

Fairness: Practicing justice, equity,
and equality. Cooperating with one
another. Recognizing the
unigueness and value of each
individual within our diverse society.

Respect: Showing high regard for
an authority, other people, self and
country. Treating others as you
would want to be treated.
Understanding that all people have
value.

Integrity: A firm adherence to a
code of especially moral or artistic
values. Being honest, trustworthy,
and incorruptible. Being a person
who keeps promises.

Print this page and use it to talk with your family about being philanthropists in
your family, at school or work, or in the community. Make a list of the acts you
can do as a family using your time, talent and treasure and write each one on this
page. Cut out the ideas and fold and put them in a large jar.

Set a day as a family, once a week to select one paper from the jar. After
selecting from the container, decide if this is something each of you should do
separately or if it is something you will do as a group. You might decide to “let
someone know you care about him or her” by your self, or your whole family
might visit some one to tell the person. Each week before selecting a new
philanthropic act from the container, take time to talk about what you did and how
you felt about the acts you have already done.
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
